General Membership Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, February 17, 2009
GJA met on the above date at Jacksonville Elementary School.  President Glen Thomas called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Board members and officers were introduced. Approximately 20 people attended the meeting. The minutes of the January meeting were approved as submitted. In the absence of the Treasurer, there was no Treasurer’s Report. 

Mr. Thomas reminded those in attendance that payment for membership in the amount of $12 was now due for the 2009 calendar year. He reported that MDE had posted their corrective action plan for Exxon on their web site at www.mde.state.md.us and asked for public comment by the end of February. Mr. Palmer noted that the Snyder lawsuit is nearing conclusion and the Peter Angelos lawsuit will probably start in January of 2010. The major issues include the loss of property values along with well water contamination. 

Mr. Thomas reported on the new web site. Marc Peters and past president Bill Shaughnessy have met to discuss content and seek input about what to include. Mr. Thomas reported that GJA had sent a letter of support for the Dance Mill Association’s opinion about the signage issue with the Brighton Courts developer. He noted that the developer’s request for the signage was turned down.  Board member Doug Oakley will work on membership initiatives, including a membership brochure/handout.

Mr. Thomas requested input about future topics and speakers for GJA meetings. 

Mr. Fred Calleri a Realtor with Caldwell Banker reported on several service initiatives of his company in the Jacksonville area – a March food drive for the Hereford Food Bank, cell phones for troops in Iraq, a Christmas toy drive, and support for CMRC Little League. He asked for other ideas. Ms. Lehmann suggested a road clean up drive in partnership with the Boy Scouts.  Mr. Calleri also noted that their office is available for meetings and they could provide speakers for meetings.

There being no further new business, the meeting was adjourned at 8 pm.
