General Membership Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, June 16, 2009
GJA met on the above date at the Jacksonville Volunteer Fire Company. In the absence of President Glen Thomas, Past President Bill Shaughnessy called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Approximately 25 persons were in attendance.  The minutes of the May meeting were approved as submitted. Treasurer Bill Bergeron reported an account balance of $15,296.52.  Mr. Bergeron noted that membership renewals in excess of $1,500 had been received since the reminder was mailed.

Attorney Larry Schmidt presented the out-of-cycle rezoning request of his clients, Marie and Howard Lintz, for the 3.9-acre parcel at 14345 Jarrettsville Pike, the second property south of Southside Avenue on the west side of the Pike, now used as an office by Greentree Landscaping.  The property and the parcels immediately to the north and south are zoned RC5, however this property has been rented as an office for many years. The owners originally requested BM-CR zoning in the last CZMP but after discussion with the county planner and Councilman McIntire they changed their request to split zoning – residential office, rural district- RO-CR where the house office now stands, leaving RC5 for the back portion with an L-shaped piece (requested zoning RC5 CR).They felt they had county support for this request and that Mr. McIntire mistakenly or accidentally denied the request or perhaps the paperwork had not noted their changed request, instead listing the original. There are no changes to the site planned; no equipment will be stored; it will still be used only as an office. There are no plans for building on the site. Proper zoning is a requirement for loan applications, etc. which is why they are seeking the zoning change. Mr. Schmidt presented the plan and noted that business/commercial zoning exists across the street from this parcel and on the property two parcels to the south and going into the commercial center. 

Other reports are as follows:

· Marc Peters reported that the web site was up and running and that he would serve as webmaster- www.greaterjacksonville.org.  

· Zoning chair Pat Egan reported that the dumpster had been removed from the residence on Jarrettsville Pike after four years. She thanked Councilman Bryan McIntire for his help. 

· Fireworks will be on June 27 sponsored by the Jacksonville Optimists. 

· Norma Bergeron reported that a derelict house on Sunnybrook and Warren roads will be razed.

· The Richardson property on Jarrettsville Pike has submitted a concept development plan for the 60-acre property. RC6 zoning allows for minimal development- 4 or 5 houses.

· Gene Conger reported that demands for porous paving at the Jacksonville Park might hold up the October ground-breaking for the project. He noted that the JSCC needs a person over age 60 willing to serve as secretary for its 16 meetings a year.

· GJA’s next general meeting will be September 15.

There being no further new business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm.
