General Membership Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, November 17, 2009
GJA met on the above date at the Jacksonville Elementary School. President Glen Thomas called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Approximately 25 persons were in attendance.  The minutes of the September meeting were approved with one correction. In the absence of Treasurer Bill Bergeron, Glen Thomas reported an account balance of $14,544.73.

Pat Egan reported for the Zoning Committee that the County would be holding a Community Input Meeting (CIM) for the Gaylord Brooks development of the Richardson property at 13629 Jarrettsville Pike.  Glen Thomas reported that the rezoning request for the Linz property at 14345 Jarrettsville Pike, opposed by GJA, was d granted by the County.

President Thomas called upon Nominating Committee Chair, Bill O’Shaughnessy, for a report on a proposed slate for officers and directors for 1010.  The proposed slate is as follows:  Officers: President, Glen A. Thomas; Vice President, David Palmer; Secretary, Elizabeth H. Lehmann; Treasurer, William Bergeron. Directors: Susan Anthony, Jack Armstrong, Douglas Oakley, Marc Peters, Wilmer J. E. Sauerbrey and William D. Shaughnessy, Jr.  There were no nominations from the floor, and the proposed slate was unanimously approved. 

Marc Peters, GJA’s web master reported that he had posted the brochure on the web site.

Glen Thomas reported that the board was working on several signage issues in town and would meet with Howard Klein to discuss the undesirable “bubble” signage at ShopRite. He also had pointed out signage issues to the new M&T management at the old Bradford Bank.  He noted that property values in the area were reported to have dropped 30% and noted the numerous commercial vacancies in town.  He asked for suggestions for commercial needs in the area. Suggestions included a mini library and  a need for Xerox availability, perhaps a Mailboxes, Etc.-type store.
